Her
indomitable but friendly spirit cannot be adequately described. To know Ina,
you had to know her heart and the things she loved including all babies, Santa
Claus, Blue Bell ice cream, high heels, big hats, jewelry, red lipstick,



Facebook, flowers, Texas, and a man named Ray.

Ina was married to Martin Ray Armand on November 14, 1987, and the
couple spent 20 happy years together before his death on April 9, 2008. Ray
and Ina lived in the Texas Hill Country for much of their married life before
moving to Montgomery. They were faithful members of St. Mary’s Catholic
Church in Plantersville. Although Ina often had serious health issues, she
never lost her optimism or positive outlook. When asked in her last days how
she was feeling, she replied that she was “fine” and “looking forward to the
future.”
