Lola served as First
Trustee of Elkins Lake Board of Governors from 1979-1980. Feeling blessed
and thankful to the Lord for giving her Glenn and her four sons, she dedicated
herself to helping and encouraging their life choices and activities. After her
sons started their careers, she earned her real estate license and was active
in the field in Huntsville for over 12 years, five of them as co-owner of Elkins
Lake Real Estate Company.
